Madame Tussauds wax museum still ranks among London's top tourist attractions 
pulling in more than two million visitors a year.

attraction.

Jo:  So there's a room called the world stage.

Jo:  So Oliver did you catch what she said about Madame Tussauds?

Austria. 
- And do you like Madame Tussauds?  
It's awesome. 
- And what's your favourite celebrity?  
Beyonce. 
 
Jo: So two people from Austria – and the first man liked Arnold 

Schwarzenegger the best because he IS Austrian.

We poll around 2000 guests every 
month and genuinely listen to what they're saying is missing in the attraction, 
what they like and it's from that we get ideas about figures that we should be 
making.

It takes about three to four months on average – it's just because it's so involved 
to be honest – every hair goes in strand by strand, they'll use silk thread for the 
actual veins in people's eyes – it's so detailed it's staggering.

Jo:  On average – and he uses that word 'involved' again.
